Swedish: Demonstrated by diploma or certificate from upper secondary school (students from Nordic countries) or by proficiency test TISUS.
English: We recommend all incoming exchange students to have an English proficiency level corresponding to 
- TOEFL score PBT 550, CBT 213 or webbased 79 OR  
- IELTS score (Academic) of 6.0 or more (with none of the sections scoring less than 5.0) OR 
- Cambridge/Oxford-Advanced Proficiency. 
Proficiency tests are not required if English is mother tongue, first foreign language or language of instruction during upper secondary education. This is not a requirement for students of Scandinavian Languages.
